Place the baby bird gently into a cardboard box 

with a lid (ensure there are some air holes) with 

kitchen towel. Keep the baby bird warm and 

quiet.

What does the baby bird look like? 

Can you see a nest nearby? 

Bald, eyes shut Eyes open, lightly feathered, some 

feathers, wing and tail feathers are 

coming through in waxy tubes 

Fully feathered, short wing 

and tail feathers, hops and 

flutters around the ground 
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Place them back into 

the nest and keep an 

eye on from a 

distance 

Do the parents return within 2 hours to feed?

Make a nest out of a small 

box. Line it with dried grass 

and secure to a high branch 

in a nearby tree 

Is it in immediate danger? 

Carefully move the bird 

to a safe area nearby 

e.g. bush, where its 

parents can still hear it. 

Keep your pets indoors 

DO NOT INTERVENE. This is a 

natural stage, its parents will still be 

coming to check on it and feed it 
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
